That’s the average report card 12th graders earned for financial literacy in 2006.
For about a decade, the Jump$tart Coalition® has been surveying high-school

seniors about personal finance.

What our youth don’t know is shocking. For example, only 23% understand that interest/
dividends on savings accounts may be taxable. Only 40% realize they could lose their health

insurance if their parents become unemployed.

Achieving economic prosperity is difficult. It’s especially hard for young people who’ve never learned
how to manage money. Your credit union is ideally positioned to respond because we believe in the power of education. We’re here
to help you launch the youth in your life toward financial independence.
