FSU Credit Union is the first credit union and only the second financial institution in the
Tallahassee area to fully deploy a heart safe environment under the P.A.D. (public access defibrillation) Program. Defibrillators,
also called AED machines, are housed in plastic cases the size of a large purse, can be used to monitor a person’s heartbeat and
determine if the heart’s rhythm is normal. Defibrillators can also deliver electric shocks to restart the heart or correct an irregular
heartbeat. AEDs are designed to be used by non-medical personnel, so cardiac arrest victims don’t have to wait for emergency
crews to arrive to receive potentially life-saving treatment. These devices are now installed in all FSUCU branch locations.
